Hi-Lights I - interviewing and personality profile project
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After learning about and practicing interviewing strategies, your goal is to create an engaging personality profile story (450-550 words) that flows logically (especially direct quote integration) and conforms to the standards of AP and Hi-Lights style.
Record your interview (the voice recorder on your phone works well for this!), and take notes!

Example personality profile stories:

· Personality profile feature - 18 year-old professional ballerina
· Personality profile feature about a “rug hooker”
· Personality profile of PHS athlete (Sheboygan Press)
· Hi-Lights varsity athlete story
You have four options to show your learning:
1. Create a fictitious character, “interview” him or her in your mind, and use that information to create an engaging personality profile story. (individual)

2. Pick a partner in class.  Each person assumes the identity of a commonly known person or character, living or dead (Abe Lincoln, Chuck Norris, Barack Obama, etc.).  Create interview questions for the other character, and carry out your interviews, responding to questions as you imagine the person/character would.  Take the information from you interview and create an engaging personality profile story.

3. Pick a partner in class.  Interview each other in class non-fictitiously.  Use the information from your interview and create an engaging personality profile story.  
4. Interview a student from HL II or a study hall that meets during our class time. Using all-purpose personality profile feature questions, interview your subject, and use your findings to create an engaging personality profile story.
