Elizabeth Rich, and Mr. Jay
Zierhut, mock trial normally meets
to practice on Sunday nights for
three hours, and other practices
are held during the week on an as-
needed basis. Actual mock trials

are held on Sundays, and the team
competes in scrimmages during
the week.

Relaying the fundamentals
entailing mock trial, junior
Brittney Schultz, a witness for
the defense, said, “Mock trial is a
sport where you get a case filled
with rules along with six witness
affidavits, from which there is a

defense and plaintiff side. From
these affidavits we assemble a
case and go against another team’s
plaintiff or defense case.”

This year, the case encompasses
the Sterling Hall bombing of
the UW-Madison campus in the
Vietnam War era; all mock trial
teams in Wisconsin focus upon
this historic event.

Bye Bye Birdie, originally
premiering in 1963 with main cast
members Janet Leigh and Dick Van
Dyke, will be presented at PHS
this spring. The play was chosen
because it has “good character
parts and dance,” commented Mr.
Herb Stoltenberg.

Stoltenberg will be directing
the acting portion, while Mr.
Mike Schultz will be directing
the music portion of the musical.

This year’s main characters
include senior Tom Schwister*
and junior Mike Ruggles

portraying Albert Peterson, and
seniors Katy Kapellen* and Beth
Evans as Rosie Alvarez. Senior
Chris Morgen* and junior Austin
Hernandez will be playing Conrad
Birdie. The cast includes over
100 people, including 21 dancers,
21 members of the chorus, and
22 speaking parts. Also involved
in the musical is the stage crew,
make-up crew, prop crew, and the

pit band. To become part of the
musical, one needed to sign up
to audition for speaking, singing,
and dancing tryouts shortly before
winter break.

The plot takes place in the late
fifties, where a disguised Elvis
Presley is being drafted intosociety,
and the afterward of the impact he
made on society. Plymouth has
previously performed this musical
in 1986, and this year, they will be
performing it March 16-18 at 7:30
p.m., and March 19 at 2:00 p.m..

The students already started
practicing on Monday, January
16, and they will practice 6-8
hours per week on Tuesdays and
Thursdays in order to make the
musical become a success.

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Layout Project #2
Information

· In your Hi-Lights I folder, you have a folder labeled “Layout 2” followed by a number.  This folder contains an InDesign document and all of the stories/graphics/photos (except bylines/photo cutlines/headlines) you need to lay out this page.

· These materials were used to actually create a page that Hi-Lights published in a recent volume.  The purpose of this assignment is to get you to begin mastering Hi-Lights layout style through an actual layout assignment.

· YOU MUST USE a properly formatted gray box behind one story on your page.

· IF YOUR PAGE CONTAINS A NON-MODULAR GRAPHIC (NOT SQUARE OR RECTANGULAR), you need to apply the correct text-wrap format for consistency.

Vocabulary

· Links

· Detect Edges Text Wrap

Headlines
· Must include a verb! “Anticipation Builds for 2008 PHS Musical” NOT “Anticipation Building for 2008 PHS Musical”
· If your story is only two columns wide, make the headline 2 rows (otherwise it just won’t be long enough for a good headline)

· MUST BE LEFT ALIGNED AND SPAN THE ENTIRE WIDTH OF STORY 
Reminders

· Add bylines!

· Put a 1 pixel stroke around photos or any square/rectangle graphic – use the detect edges text wrap around graphics with other shapes.

· YOU MUST FOLLOW HI-LIGHTS LAYOUT STYLE!

· Keep your text wrap and type palettes in one of the tab holders along the right side of the screen; this will allow you to open and close these palettes quickly.

· Some text might not place with the correct attributes – for example, a block of text might not be justified; if this is the case, you must fix it in InDesign (highlight the block of text>CTRL+T to bring up the type palette>select the paragraph tab>select justify with last line left aligned)
· Do not text wrap text columns, headlines, or bylines

· Headlines and cutlines should never be centered or moved toward the center to make them look like they “sort of” fit properly.

· FOLLOW CUTLINE STYLE – SEE STYLE SHEET.  The cutline is composed of a caption which MUST BE A COMPLETE SENTENCE and the photo credit.  See below . . .
